1st Argument Stable Source of Energy​
Current Status Quo​
Fossil Fuels are in the process of being rapidly exhausted. In other words, the world is in a situation where we all have to have another alternative source of energy that is very efficient.
Possible Renewable Energy
Solar, tidal, wind Energy is currently in the infant stage, and therefore cannot sufficiently produce energy at a low cost. 
In the case of South Korea, the ROK is void of energy sources. This situation forces us to invest heavy sums of money into importing fossil fuels from abroad every year, and heavily burdens the economy as the market price for such resources increases. 
However, if the ROK generates more energy from nuclear, it can finally become independent from such external shocks and influence, being able to consistently supply energy to its consumers at a very cheap price, because nuclear power generates a million times more energy than petroleum. 
2nd Argument Utilize Benefits from Previous Achievements
South Korea 
Currently boasts one of the most advanced nuclear technologies in the world
For example, Korea won 2 bidding competitions to design and construct nuclear power plants in the Middle East (Jordan and United Arab Emirates) 
South Korea won over other competitors: USA, France, and Japan that account for almost half of the world’s entire number of nuclear power plants.
This is a significant accomplishment, indicating the advancement in Korea's nuclear technology.
3rd Argument Environmental Benefits
Nuclear power will decrease Korea’s dependency on fossil fuels such as gas, oil, and coal
This will reduce overall carbon emissions, hugely mitigating the symptoms of global warming.
Examples
Recently, South Korea has greatly suffered from high levels of fine and ultra-fine dust produced by fossil fuel burning.
Various Illnesses are further developed by intensified environment pollution, and this calls for immediate actions by the government to start using energy.
Nuclear Energy is the environmental answer. 
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1st Argument Future Nuclear Disasters, Their Dangers, and Preventability (or lack thereof)
Throughout history, nuclear explosions have occurred due to human errors and natural disasters. But none of these two factors can be human-controlled. This means that there are definitely no guarantees that South Korea will forever be completely safe from these potential harms. 
examples such as Chernobyl and Fukushima have proven that radiation levels of nuclear explosions are extremely deadly; they create cancer cells and damage DNA.
Korea should not endanger its national security by building more of these threats. 
2nd Argument Nuclear Waste
As South Korea is a small nation, it holds a dilemma over nuclear fuel wastes. 
To Demonstrate, every year, about 750 tons of nuclear spent fuel is added to the temporary storage pools, which already have nearly 9,000 tons of spent fuel. Experts claim that this will reach its maximum capacity by 2021. 
Building additional storage is also another dilemma. Citizens strongly oppose the construction of nuclear related facilities in their towns. Maintaining nuclear trash will become a much more critical problem as time passes by. 
Toxic nuclear waste has a lifespan of hundreds of thousands of years, indicating great danger and cost associated with the handling and disposal of nuclear waste. Additional nuclear power plants means additional nuclear waste. 
Korea has the highest "density" of nuclear reactors in the world, due to its geographical characteristics. As it has 24 reactors at the moment in just 4 sites, it increases the dangers and risks. If any one of these nuclear power plants becomes under threat, the others also face significant danger.
3rd Argument Harms to the Environment
The average lifespan for a nuclear power plant is approximately 25 years.
Once they reach the end of this lifespan, the power plants have to be decommissioned. But they cannot be replaced with new buildings because the ground holds dangerously high levels of radiation . They have to stay as nuclear facilities in the site, but cannot run.
