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TH supports the establishment of a black secessionary state within the territory of the US, the founding of which is supported by the American government.

The first speaker of OG defined the motion, limiting the state to the state of Texas, because of geographical advantages such as resources. As part of his argument that African Americans were not being sufficiently represented in the United States, he stated three harms that the United States government was inflicting upon African Americans. The three harms were that the government denied them nationhood in historic and current ways, that it disenfranchised them, and that it is currently undergoing taxation without representation. He also expressed that the state would rather give a more unlimited chance of representation for African Americans and therefore be better for them.
[bookmark: _GoBack]The second speaker of OG added on to the idea that the state would be an adequate way of reparation by mentioning the American history of slavery. He also expanded on the OG’s stance that the state would be beneficial by stating how social systems such as media and education were largely prejudiced. The idea of political representation was also brought up.
From this it is possible to conclude that the stance of OG was that African Americans lack representation to some extent in America and that within a new state, they would be able to have necessary representation.

The first speaker of OO remarked to the first speaker of OG that failed states would not have such a promising status. He emphasized the difficulties facing the problem mechanically, which included problems in the method to move populations in and out of Texas. He also expressed concern about the possibility of the misallocation of resources, which would later lead to not so much as economic progress. The speaker attacked the OG’s claims that the state would be beneficial for the black American population because both the wealthy and poor black would not want to move. 
‘Whether giving a state is the best way to compensate for the harms that were inflicted upon African Americans’ was the question that the second speaker of OO gave to the panel and other debaters. He provided them with the idea that companies’ investments were much more important to economic progress than the support of the government. He also contributed to the OO’s stance that the black population would be immobile even if the policy went into effect.

The first speaker of CG questioned why racism was getting worse. He argued that segregation increased in America, and that therefore it was necessary to have the state. The speaker also responded to the OO’s claims, saying that the lack of discrimination was going to help the progress in the state.
The second speaker of CG explained how there was a huge barrier intact in the American society. He continued with the OG’s logic that the state would be beneficial for African Americans because there would be equal protection and education provided for them inside the system, whereas they are not provided with them in America.

The CO’s stance was that if black American populations are removed and displaced from America, they would lose the critical voice in America and therefore be unable to achieve racial equality. 
The first speaker of CO argued two points, the first being related with how the population would not move in the first place. He emphasized how people who already have community ties would not move just because of a government policy. He also brought up a new idea that if this policy was to take effect, the remaining Black American population would also face harm because of less representation in either political or social ways.
The second speaker of CO added to the first speaker’s points by arguing that what Black Americans wanted was not the relocation of them but the social progress within America. He also reconstructed the OO’s claims that the Black American population was likely to be immobile and added to the first speaker’s arguments that if relocated into such a state, Black Americans would lose the ways of having better social and educational chances, and that therefore the situation would only be intensified.
